ENG67-201  dvenaniuardvinennwisingudesdy 3(3-0-6)
Introduc‘uon to EngUsh Phonetics and Phonology
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This course aims to introduce the sound system of English, speech

organs, vowels and consonants, phonemes, phonetic transcriptions, spelling and
pronunciation, stress and intonation patterns, integrating through topics that allow
students to apply the phonetic and phonological knowledge for effective
communication. In addition, this course enhances life-long learning skills by combining
classroom learning with self-access learning. The students are expected to develop

and apply the knowledge learned throughout the course to accomplish the tasks.

ENG67-202  indnssuafdinguuazelisiu 3(3-0-6)
Background to British and American Literature
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This course aims to provide the historical, philosophical, social, and
cultural background to British and American literature from the Anglo-Saxon period
and the Colonial period to the twentieth century. Students will study about major
writers and their representative works representing prominent literary movements, with
an emphasis on characteristics, elements, contents, techniques, and values that have
contributed to and influenced the development and evolution of the literary canon
of the United Kingdom and the United States. By the end of the course, students are
expected to be able to explain an overview of backgrounds of British and American
literature, analyze and criticize selected literary works, and develop discussions and
critical responses in various contexts. The course offers students a comprehensive
foundation for further studies in English literature and prepares them to engage

critically with the rich literary heritage.

English-Thai Translation
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This course aims to introduce basic knowledge of translation that covers

translation theories and principles of good translation and to promote translation
practice based on different types; informative, expressive, operative and audio-medial
texts from English into Thai.

English Composition 2
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This course aims to strengthen the English writing skills at the
intermediate level where the learner is required to further familiarize oneself with the
pre-writing, writing, and post-writing stages; to develop critical thinking and apply it in
essay planning; and to effectively compose a coherent academic essay that clearly
expresses one’ s organized thought. The learner is introduced to different types of
academic writing before getting a hands-on experience by writing an original essay of
each type. During the writing process, the learner gets feedback from both instructors
and peers to help with the revision and editing process. Writing tools are introduced
to improve the writing quality. Grammar points necessary to conduct the writing tasks

are covered.
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Classical Mythology and the Modern World
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This course aims to study notable Greek and Roman mythological
stories, with an emphasis on their relevance to and influence on Western thoughts,
contemporary culture, the English language, and literature by examining the timeless
stories, archetypal figures, and cultural significance of Greek and Roman mythology
through the realms of gods, heroes, monsters, and moral dilemmas. By the end of the
course, students will not only possess a comprehensive knowledge of classical
mythology, such as recognizing prominent mythological figures and stories, and
discussing the importance of Greek and Roman mythology, but also gain a heightened
awareness of its enduring influence of classical mythology on the modern society.
They will be equipped to critically analyze and engage with mythological elements in
literature, art, culture, and society, relating and evaluating the relevance of these
ancient stories in shaping our understanding of the human experience in the modern

world.

ENG67-205  msflauagmsyan1weenyy 2 3(3-0-6)
English Listening and Speaking 2
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This course aims to advance students to a higher level of English

proficiency, equipping them with the skills required for nuanced communication in

both everyday interactions and academic settings. It delves deeper into vocabulary
enrichment, idiomatic expressions, slang, and pronunciation for enhanced
conversational abilities while reinforcing and deepening English listening
comprehension for preparation in standardised testing. Throughout the course,
students will develop a rich and sophisticated vocabulary, allowing them to fluently
engage in complex discussions, debates, presentations, and academic discourse, and

continue refining their pronunciation skills. They will experiment with advanced facets
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of English speaking, such as reductions and connected speech used in diverse
conversational settings, including regional and cultural variations. By the end of the
course, students should be proficient in advanced vocabulary, demonstrate higher
levels of fluency and pronunciation skills when holding conversations in various

contexts.

ENG67-206  SYUUMUIEAILAZIINGEUNUS 3(3-0-6)
Morphology and Syntax
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This course aims to study two branches of linguistics: morphology and
syntax, which comprise the core of the grammar of a language. Morphology deals with
the internal structure of words and their meaningful parts. Syntax is concerned with
sentence structure - how words are combined together to form phrases, phrases
combined together to form larger phrases, clauses and sentences, and how clauses
are combined together to form complex sentences. Students completing the course
will learn to identify the meaningful subparts of words and perform morphological
analysis on unfamiliar languages, to represent morphosyntactic structure
diagrammatically, and to explain the relationship between such structure and meaning.

The development of morphology and syntax knowledge will allow the learner to

efficiently use English, especially for academic purposes and apply the knowledge in

learning any language mechanism.
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Thai-English Translation
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This course aims to introduce basic knowledge of translation that covers
translation theories and principles of good translation and to promote translation
practice based on different types; informative, expressive, operative and audio-medial
texts from English into Thai. The course also raises the students’ awareness of both
grammatical and cultural differences that affect translation quality. To enhance life-
long learning skills, the course then encourages students to use translation tools and
technology to assist doing the practice or to adjust translated texts. By the end of the
course, students are expected to apply strategies learned throughout the course,
aware of cultural and grammatical differences between the two languages and adjust

mistranslation.

ENG67-208  awilnefiodondn 2(1-2-3)
Professional Thai
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The course aims to strengthen the correct use of the Thai language at
an advanced level, as required for formal and semi-formal communication in various
circles (academic, business, politics, tourism industry, government workplace, and
public mass media) through diverse modes of printed and digital media. The leamer
will explore written and spoken communication genres, analyze, provide critiques and
internalize rules or norms employed in each genre before producing their own piece
of Thai for communication appropriately as required. The classroom is open to
discussion, exchange of ideas, and suggestions on possible trends of the Thai language

currently used in Thai society and beyond.
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English Proficiency Testing Preparation 2
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ANEINTONNAIUNIEY (Common European Framework of Reference for Languages:
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Independent English Users M%E)éjﬂﬂﬁﬁwhﬁ?u

This course aims to provide students with fundamental knowledge in
English qualifying them as B1-Level Independent English Users against CEFR standard
(Common European Framework of Reference for Languages). In this course, key topics
covered include intermediate-leveled test-taking tactics for standardized tests: mind-
mapping, paraphrasing, note-taking, vocabulary memorization, writing techniques etc.
For English proficiency development, students will improve their understanding on
intermediate grammar points and vocabulary. By the end of the course, students will
be able to gain more confidence and increased ability in understanding and creating
simple but well-structured texts on familiar matters or those related to personal
interest (work, school, leisure, and so on). They will also effectively describe
experiences and provide opinions with logical supports while using appropriate terms
and structures.

Remark:
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This course is to ensure students’ proficiency to perform as a Bl-Level English
Basic Users against CEFR standard. Students not yet reaching this level are required to
be enrolled in this course and those whose performance has already surpassed this
level can choose to either register for the benefit of fundamental knowledge review
and be exempted by submitting official score report to course instructor.

The classroom methods for the course vary from lectures, class discussion, individual

work, pair work, to tutorial & workshop. By the end of the course, students are

expected to become better writers that need to understand the basic concepts of
writing, which are the writing process, awareness of grammar, originality & creativity,

and peer review.

ENG67-301 M50 1B9InInguag Az 3(3-0-6)
Critical Reading and Analysis
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This course aims to introduce the principles and strategies of critical
reading with texts of increasing complexity in terms of vocabulary, structures and
contents. Students will learn the process of reading that goes beyond simply
understanding a text, but reading critically by asking reflective questions, detecting
implied meaning, and interpreting the development of ideas. Ultimately, students are
expected to be able to not only utilize reading skills to comprehend different text
types in English, but also apply analytical and critical skills to analyze and criticize
various aspects of the selected texts on current controversial issues. The course
enhances students to develop the ability to express critical and analytical responses
and reflect their own concept and ideas of interpretation on related issues through
oral and written discussion. They should be able to employ these skills for their
academic context and become discerning readers who can engage thoughtfully with a

wide range of materials and subjects.

ENG67-302  n159AUs18M19IvINg 3(3-0-6)
Academic Discussion
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The course aims to equip students with the knowledge and skills
necessary for constructive dialogue in an academic setting. The primary objectives of
this course are to foster critical thinking, effective communication, and an
understanding of diverse perspectives. Students will delve deep into topics such as
the principles of academic discourse, the role of evidence in constructing arguments,
the art of active listening, and the ethics of discussion. They will gain knowledge of
various discussion formats, the nuances of verbal and non-verbal communication, and
the methodologies for sourcing and presenting credible evidence.

for the global contributions to the world of literature.

Research Methodology for English Studies
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This course aims to provide students with the critical tools and
methodological frameworks necessary for conducting scholarly research within the
realm of English studies.

Students
will learn to identify gaps in existing scholarship, generate original research questions,
and apply suitable research methods and data analysis techniques to address the
questions.

Aesthetics for Quality of Life
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This course aims to explore the meanings, categories, and significance
of aesthetics in human life. It touches upon the concepts of value and beauty of arts
to create students ‘skill in art evaluation and appreciation which could contribute to
the better living standard and personal well- being, both physically and mentally by
enhancing students’ understanding and respect in human dignity and identities ,which
are highly diverse in a context of the changing global spectrum namely; society,
economy, and environment, that would create the sustainable and harmoniously

coexistence multiculturalism society.

GENG7-141  nsuansmanuiuaznsidondoy 2(2-0-4)
Knowledge Inquiry and Fundamental Research
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This course examines the concepts, processes and information
technology of knowledge inquiry. Students could develop knowledge inquiry skills by
listening, reading, debating, observing, thinking, and conducting research studies
through evidence-based investigations, systematic analysis, and principles of reasoning.
Fundamental research is actively used during the course to develop skills required for
academic research. Skills covered include research questioning, data gathering, data
analysis using basic statistics, and valuation ability to present findings systematically

and have accurate academic references.

GEN67-142  mseyinudaiadeuuazaniylaniou 2(1-2-3)
Environmental Conservation and Global Warming
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This course aims to enhance the students’ awareness of the value of

the environment and the use of resources through the principles of environment,
resources, and ecosystem related to humans, both on the global and local scales. The
case studies and discussion approaches are applied to enhance students' analytical
skills regarding personal daily life activities which cast an effect on the environment
and global warming. Moreover, it also promotes resilience and adaptation skills for
sustainability and life quality by integrating the concept of environmental conservation
and sustainable development under a multiculturalism context. The course also
enhances the volunteering mindset and student’s ability to create activities based on
concepts of sustainability of resource utilization, transportation, and waste
management, through environmental-friendly career activity. As well as study the roles
of the national and international organizations in solving environmental problems and

adaptation to global warming.

Innovation and Entrepreneurship

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This course explores designing concepts and process, innovative

product and developing an innovation to a new business model.

In addition, this

course aims to enable students to gain ethics and social responsibilities.

Constitution and Political Institutions
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This course aims to provide an understanding of theories of
constitutions and political institutions, theories of state formation, governmental
systems and key political institutions within democratic systems, the development and
relationship of the constitutions and political institutions in Thailand, and theoretical

application to the study of Thai constitutions.

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This course studies the characteristics of political parties and interest

groups, ideas of voting, relationships between political parties, interest groups and

other institutions in the electoral process.

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This course aims to raise learners aware of the importance of using

information technology that is used to solve problems solving or tasks supporting

purpose. The topics include digital transformation, the next generation of IoT,
blockchain and fintech, data science and data engineering, cybersecurity, digital
citizenship, augmented/virtual/mixed reality, the Personal Data Protection Act (PDPA),

digital twin, and edge & fog computing.

Use of Spreadsheet Software for Data Analysis
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This course aims to develop the skills of using spreadsheet software for

data analysis and realize the importance of choosing the tools available in spreadsheet
software. The topics include creating and managing worksheets and workbooks,
managing cells and ranges, table management, data filtering, using formulas and

functions, creating charts and objects, and creating spreadsheets with online tools.

International Relations Theory
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This course studies theories, concepts, and approaches in International
Relations, including mainstream and critical debates; their application to analyze
international relations phenomena, both conflict and cooperation; systematic analysis
and display the significance of state and non- state actors based on theoretical

concepts and approaches.

Ethno-Religious Politics in Southeast Asia
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This course examines the complicated linkage and relationship
between religions, ethnicity and the states in ASEAN region. The content includes the
religion, ethnicity and identity politics during the colonial era and its post-colonial
continuity. It also examines critical ethno-religious conflicts of the region and the
effects of such conflicts on national politics, state policies, and social cleavage and

reconciliation.

INR67-312  ITFMEARTUAZINIEIUT 3(3-0-6)
Geopolitics and Great Powers
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This course studies the foreign policy and politics of the great powers

from the Second World War until the present through geopolitics as the significant

approach to analyzing and explaining the grand strategy of great powers toward small
states by the aspects of security, economy and culture, and to understanding
geography, state and hegemony, which are the interconnected factors determining the

status of great power.
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INR67-364  ilos fiufl uavfaurluedons Turonidedls 3(2-2-5)
City, Space and Art in Southeast Asia
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This course studies the development and interactions between urban

areas, space, and art in Southeast Asia. The course content encompasses topics related

to the memory and artistic heritage from the colonial era to the nation-building period
and the contemporary era. It explores urban development strategies, concepts of
space, the creation of value, and the significance of art and architecture in relation to
urban spaces in major cities. Additionally, it examines the trends and directions of art

in conjunction with spatial utilization in the modern era.

Principle of Political Science
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This course studies the principle of political science, which is consisted
of the development of the discipline of political science, the relationship between
politics and states, elements of a state and its modern features, political regimes,
institutions, political ideologies, politics and policy processes, the role of interest
groups and pluralist theory, the influence of the behaviourism in political science, and

post-behavioural political science.

POS67-102  Usgieansnisillaive 3(3-0-6)
History of Thai Politics
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This course investigates significant political events that had substantial
consequences on the development of modern Thai history. The course emphasizes
the consideration of political ideologies, influential groups and individuals, as well as
the political movements that have occurred around key occurrences from the era of
absolute monarchy to the modern nation-state under constitutional monarchy, up to
the present day. Major themes include the profound impact of imperialism, the
historical significance of the 1932 Siamese Revolution, the genesis of military
dictatorships and the role of the army, socialist movements and mass revolution, the
student movements, people's politics, the political role of the monarchy, and the

current Thai political crisis.
