The course also
enhances the volunteering mindset and student’s ability to create activities based on
concepts of sustainability of resource utilization, transportation, and waste
management, through environmental-friendly career activity. As well as study the roles
of the national and international organizations in solving environmental problems and

adaptation to global warming.

Financial and Life Management
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This subject studies financial planning investment and modern management
creative thinking and innovation career path and life-long goal setting, determination
and on-going self-improvement, emotional agility, decision making skill critical and
reasonable thinking creative problem-solving, knowledge and arts of systematic living.
In addition, this course aims to enable students to gain ethics and social

responsibilities.

The course’s main subjects are the
hierarchy of laws, types of legal persons, constitutional law and organic law,
administrative laws, acts of parliament, decrees and royal decrees, aid in
comprehensively understanding basic principles of laws and the Thai political system,
including the relationship between legal principles and the administration of

government.

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This course centers on the history of the Thai bureaucratic system, covering
topics such as the order of personnel management in the Thai bureaucratic system,
the civil servant development system, strategies and agencies responsible for civil
servant development, the scope of recent bureaucratic reformation in Thailand, new
visions and strategies for developing the Thai bureaucratic system, as well as various
laws related to civil servants, policies, and systems for provincial administration, and

the integration of groups within the Thai government system.

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This course studies the characteristics of political parties and interest groups,
which can be consisted of ideas and patterns of voting, relationships between political

parties, interest groups and other institutions in the electoral process.

Local Government and Politics
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This course studies structural relationships between local politics and the

research process. The course also aims at nourishing research skills by assinging each

student to adjust its knowledge to accommodate their research topics.

The course emphasizes
the consideration of political ideologies, influential groups and individuals, as well as
the political movements that have occurred around key occurrences from the era of
absolute monarchy to the modern nation-state under constitutional monarchy, up to
the present day. Major themes include the profound impact of imperialism, the
historical significance of the 1932 Siamese Revolution, the genesis of military
dictatorships and the role of the army, socialist movements and mass revolution, the
student movements, people's politics, the political role of the monarchy, and the

current Thai political crisis.

Principle of International Relations
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This course aims to explain the background and importance of studying
international relations, the evolution of international relations from the emergence of
the modern state system to the present, the nature and structure of the international
system, basic theoretical framework for studying international relations, actors on the
international stage, interaction between actors in various dimensions of international
relations, instruments used in conducting relations between states including,
diplomatic, military, economic, and social elements and factors that affect
international cooperation and conflict as well as contemporary issues in current

international relations.

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This course studies the principle of public administration, which is consisted of

WALAILAK UNIVERSITY (hereinafter referred to as “WU™), the one part; seeking to
improve understanding between their respective academic institutions and to establish
mutually beneficial collaborations, have agreed to sign this Memorandum of Understanding
(hereinafier referred to as the “MOU”) as a first step toward achieving these shared goals..

UniMAP and WU shall be collectively referred to as “the Parties™ and individually as “the
party™.

The Parties are desirous of working and co-operating with one another and joining their

Article III: Areas of Cooperation

The Parties shall subject to mutual consent, encourage and promote co-operation which shall
include any program and activity offered by either Party considered to be economically
desirable and feasible. Areas of cooperation can include any academic or other programs
offered by UniMAP and WU,

Article IV: Implementation

1t is understood and agreed that

(1) Proposals for collaborative projects under this MOU will be submitted through the
International Relations Office of each university, and it is recommended that reports

should be submitted to cach [nterational Relations Office at the completion of each
project

(2) Each University will continue to pay the regular in-country salary of its staflf members on
exchange or visiting programs. However, under specific contracts or secondments, the
host university may consider paying a supplemental salary to visiting scholars during the
period of their assignment.

(3) Tuition fees will be waived for an agreed upon number of student exchange, and the host
university will assist in finding reasonable accommaodation for participating students.

(4) Student mobilization will apply to undergraduate and graduate/post graduate student at
both universities, and may include practical or cooperative education as well as other
form of industrial attachments.

(5) Financial arrangements for collaborative research, seminars. workshops. conferences, and

other such activities will be negotiated separately and will be subject to the availability of
fimde

(6) The host university is not responsible to cover the cosls of medical treatmentl or
hospitalization for visiting scholars or students, and it is recommended that visitors obtain
overseas health insurance coverage from their heme count=y

(7) The collaboration will be carried out subject to availability of funds and approval of both
Parties,

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Article V: Duration and Termination of the Agreement

(1} This MOU is effective as of the date of signature by the President / Vice Chancellor of
each participating university.

(2) This MOU is valid from the date of execution by the Parties and shall remain in effect for
FIVE (5) years or upon execution of the Agreement, whichever is earlier.

(3) This MOU may be amended at any time as indicated by written mutual consent,

(4) This MOU may be terminated by either university by the provision of written notice of
termination not less than six months prior to the desired termination date.

1. If any provision of this Memorandum is held by any court of other competent
authority to be illegal, void or unenforceable in whole or in part, this Memorandum shall
continue to be valid as to the other provisions thereof and the remainder of the effected
provision,
